Genesis 28:18-22 
 

This passage immediately follows the story of Jacobôs Ladder.  When Jacob wakes from his dream 

he marks the spot with the stone he had used for a pillow.  He called the place Bethel or House of 

God.  He then makes a vow.  This is the oldest reference in the Bible to a tithe or tenth portion.  

Jacob’s vow is constructed using “if-then” language.   

If God is with Jacob, if God gives him bread, clothing, if God gives peace, then Jacob will give “one 

tenth” to the Lord.   

 Is Jacob making a promise or a proposition? 

 Are we in a position to bargain with God?   

 If God owns everything, if the earth is the Lord’s, what can we possibly give that God doesn’t 

    already have?   

 Does God need our tithes or do we?

Malachi 3:1-15 
 

Malachi dates from 500-450 BCE or roughly a generation after the Jews returned from the 

Babylonia exile and rebuilt Solomon’s Temple.  Malachi, which means, My Messenger, warns that 

the Lord is coming to judge his people.  In advance of his arrival, God will send his messenger to 

prepare the people. The messenger will begin by “refining” and “purifying” the priesthood. Reform 

then turns to the people who are cited variously for sorcery, adultery, false witness, oppression of 

wage earners, widows, orphans and aliens.  In the midst of his litany of sin, Malachi charges the 

people with “robbing God.” They are not giving their “full tithe.”   
 

“Tithe” is used interchangeably with “first-fruits.” The people gave a tithe or the first-fruits of their 

harvest to remind them that God was the giver of all things.  These offerings maintained the Temple 

and provided relief for the poor. Malachi links the failure to pay a full tithe with crop failure.  

Likewise, Malachi links payment of tithes with blessing. Pay your tithe and God will bless you.   
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 What do you think of Malachi’s theology?

Malachi’s opponents concluded that 

religion is hardly worth the effort: “Why bother with religion?  We’re on our own.”
